Program Details
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• Memberships = Access to Town-owned or managed facilities. They do not provide access to scheduled programs,

drop-in sessions, pick-up games, or instructional classes.

• Play Passes or individual recreational or instructional lesson products need to be purchased separately by the

individual or family for use.

• Membership products will be created on the DaySmart Recreation software platform based on predetermined age

groups and will require individuals or families to create a DaySmart profile.

• Memberships can be purchased individually, or families (2 adults + children) can purchase the Family Membership that

includes two adults (same household) and an unlimited number of children 17 years of age and younger.

• Each membership will be made available on an annual or monthly basis with a premium charge of 20% added to the

monthly rate.



Program Details
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• Annual memberships may be purchased at a 50% discount in-person ONLY during the months of May and October

each year.

• For the remaining months, Memberships will be available for sale at the regular rate.

• Payment plans of 4 installments are available at time of in-person registration (May/October) or by contacting the

Parks and Recreation Department.

• The monthly membership will auto-renew each year, unless changed or cancelled by the individual.

• The public will still be able to purchase a 5-visit punch pass for use at the Whitmore Pool and Mammoth RecZone

(combined pass).

• Memberships are Tony Colasardo Scholarship eligible.
